Road Check – Completed and all outfalls inspected. Messmer completed documents and they have been forwarded to Jason at GCCC. Messmer will also scan a map to him with location of outfalls.  Asked Jason to review possibly with MPCA concerning 23 of the 36 being on County Roads so both government bodies inspect.  Can we ask that Olmsted just do the ones on the county road and not us?  Messmer will follow-up.  Guardrail vs extension on culvert on 60th (townline road– N side) Will get an estimate.  Grant Road – concern with dips in road where utility lines are placed, cut or patch.  Will talk with M&M and get estimate.  Area on Sandywood Ct not patched properly and all the filling has come out – needs to redo.  Sink Hole on Meadow Drive by culvert – washing under culvert.  Will need to patch/repair. Bradley Drive lawn torn up – Wigham to look at.   Discussion on horse manure on Meadow Drive/Bear Ridge.   At this time  the problem appears to be taken care of but will continue to monitor.  Whitaker Road shoulder needs shoulders pulled in.
