The Clerk’s minutes of July 13, 2021 were as presented per a M/M/S by Messmer/Bjerke.
Treasurer reported: Saving - $ 884,840.40 – Checking – $18,086.45 – Total - $902,926.85.  We have received ARPA funds totaling $199,994.17 which have very limited use at this time.  Approved per M/M/S by Bjerke/Messmer.

Claims and payroll – 8155 - 8164 were approved to pay per M/M/S by Messmer/Bjerke. 3 yes
Applications:    None
Roads – sign down on 40th and Chester Rd.  Some trees need removing or trimming –walnut tree (?) by Scherr’s, Lee Lane, Vine Place, Shannon Valley and by the cemetery.  Roger will get quotes.  Contract signed with M&M for projects 1-5 from last month. Doug was directed to fix a driveway damaged by snow removal at the end of the straight road in Deerwood Lane and fix street by 65th and 54th by Art Friedrich’s per a M/M/S by Messmer/Baier.  3 yes 10 loads of rock were delivered to the townline road.  The board did not approve work on 60th avenue by a new driveway.  M/M/S by Bjerke/Messmer to sign the contract with Olmsted County for maintenance work on streets/roads.  3 yes 

MPCA – Training was held by Jeff Broberg at the town hall on August 3, 2021.  Bjerke and Baier were present.  The information presented was informative and good.  He went over the permit as well as other information.

Street vacation – nothing has happened yet as to the closure.  Mr. Volkmar was instructed per a M/M/S by Baier/Messmer to co-ordinate with MNDot and the RR as to the process.  3 yes Volkmar will send an email to see how next to proceed.  It seems the RR has to begin the process.  

School district – no update on driveway improvement.

OCTOA – Marion and Elmira will be serving/hosting in September.  Will probably be at Elmira’s new town hall. 

Dog-bite – A great dane bit a young man on July 16, 2021 in Palm Lane.  M/M/S by Baier/Bjerke to have Mr. Volkmar begin process to determine if we have a dangerous dog.  3 yes  (Follow-up on August 13 – the dog had been put down – no further action.)

Correspondence – from MN Office – annexation of a small parcel by Highway 14 has been annexed.  And from Olmsted County a document with forfeited land for sale.
