Ann and Steve Eldredge of 5174 Collegeview Rd SE presented with a Metes and Bound in the NW ¼ of Section 3. They want to split off 5 acres.   Following discussion and no objections M/M/S by Baier/Bjerke to not object. 3 yes

Chester Street Vacation – Chester Ave, Lots 1-4 and lots 5-8 in Block 2.  M/M/S by Bjerke/Baier to not object.  3 yes.  

Senator Carla Nelson was present and gave a quick update and talked about the CARES dollars from the federal government.  Marion Township has up to $98,000 they could spend on Covid related expenses.  Will consider sanitizing items for the upcoming elections.  Also look at upgrading heating/ventilation system.

MPCA/ Storm water  - Ordinance is ready with minor editing changes needed.  M/M/S by Baier/Bjerke to approve the ordinance.  3 yes  Mr. Volkmar will take care of an abbreviated publishing by deadline.  

Roads:   Road checks are completed and reviewed tonight.  Bargen Co will do $25,000 worth of crack fill.  (A road check list is attached to these minutes.)  Possible blacktopping will be Stable Ct, Hidden Hollow Ct, and Deerhaven Ln.  Will  spend up to $130,000 on new blacktop.  Junk under the bridge on 36th Ave again will need to be cleaned up.  

Dog bite – follow-up.   The dogs were classified as potentially dangerous dogs.  The town board did agree that the Johnson’s were responsible dog owners.

Election judges in August will be Janet Hoffmann, Debra Raduenz, Jim Baier, Joel Messmer, Elvina Thompson, Rose Conway (1/2 day) normal, ½ day due to Covid restrictions and MaryLee Kueper all day due to Covid restrictions. M/M/S by Baier/Bjerke. All okayed.
